Step 1: Thoroughly inspect all pieces before unloading for damages incurred during installation.

Step 2: Establish layout of Log Tunnel and dig footing holes.

Step 3: Either put blades of fork truck through center, or wrap nylon strap
through center of Log Tunnel for lifting. Use foam packing material to
cushion and prevent damage. Carefully place Log Tunnel over footing
holes.

Step 4: Attach J-bolts (Qty = 2) at the base of the Log Tunnel
Make sure J-bolts are centered in footing holes. Fill footing holes with concrete.

Step 5: Once concrete has hardened, remove all remaining packaging materials
and inspect piece for blemishes. Use included touch-up kit as needed. PAR
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
